| am writing from Rome where Fr John and | have been invited to join the Bishops of England and Wales at the
end of their Ad Limina visit. It finishes with the celebration of Mass in the chapel of the office of the Vatican which
is concerned with supporting the missions and the Church in the developing world. It has the Latin name,
Propaganda Fide which roughly translated means spreading the faith. There was a time when the Catholic
Church in England was supported from the same office, because following the Reformation we too were
considered to be a missionary territory. That is no longer the case of course, but it was still so in the mid
nineteenth century when John Henry Newman became a Catholic. So it was in the chapel where we have
celebrated Mass this week that following many years as an Anglican, he became a Catholic priest.

You have probably read in the papers and heard on the news that during the meeting between the Pope and our
Bishops, Pope Benedict confirmed that he plans to visit Britain later this year. This is great news and it will be a
historic occasion especially as it will be very different to the visit made in 1982 by Pope John Paul Il.

The main difference is that Pope Benedict is to come on a State visit as a guest invited by the Queen and hosted
by the Government. Pope John Paul came on a pastoral visit to Catholics and spent most of his time at gatherings
and celebrations organised by the Church. This time the Pope will be coming for a shorter time and will be
expected to fulfil a number of official engagements. This is bound to mean that the opportunities for great
numbers of people to gather with him will be very few; also we need to remember that he is a much older man and
is unlikely to travel extensively around the country.

Even so Pope Benedict will be with us, and we will see him in Britain. He will be supporting us in our lives as
Christians and, in his own words spoken to the Bishops this week, communicating the Gospel Owith missionary
zealO.
