Clearly we are about to be faced with a General Election and so politicians and political parties will be looking for
us to commit ourselves to voting for them. How do they do that? By trying to convince us that their vision of our
future is better than others and by making promises to us of what life will be like if we would be prepared to give
them a chance. All of us want to believe dearly that we can live in a better world, but | would imagine that very few
of us are convinced that various combinations of politicians will make an immediate difference during the next few
years.

Yet as Christians at Easter we affirm our belief that there is a vision of the future that is the best the whole of
humanity can hope for and we celebrate the promise not simply of a better life, but of eternal life. That faith is
based in the truth of the resurrection of Jesus from the dead. Generation after generation of Christians has, for the
past two thousand years or so, repeated the good news that Jesus rose from the dead, and they have found
strength from that and have in their turn passed on the good news to those coming after them.

ThereOs an old greeting in Latin which summarises the joy of the Church in just four few words: Rsurrexit, sicut
dixit, alleluia B He has risen as he said he would, alleluia!

The joy of our faith is that Jesus was utterly faithful to his word and that God kept fully his promise to humanity.

I think that this is something for all of us to hold on to, especially at a time of uncertainty about the political and
economic make up of our society and, it has to be said, at a time of wondering whether the trust shown to priests
and bishops in the past might in some cases have been misplaced.

We join our prayers with yours so
that every single one of us may experience the hope, joy and trust of believing in Jesus, risen from the dead.
