As | think many of you know, | am co-ordinating the arrangements for Pope Benedict coming to the UK in
September. [tOs a complex thing to do because organisation of the visit is shared between the Bishops and the
Government and especially as the parts of the visit for which the Church is responsible are big outdoor gatherings.

Over the four days, about 400,000 people will get the chance to pray with the Pope at three large celebrations. On
top of that there are the arrangements for transport, accommodation, policing, security, prayer books, and musicE
the list sometimes seems endless. By the end of June we will be able to advise how each Diocese will receive an
allocation of invitations to these celebrations and how transport to them is possible. Not everyone who wants to
come will be able to, so we are making arrangements for as much of the visit as possible to be covered on
television, and that is not as easy as it sounds either.

In the meantime it all takes a lot of professional expertise as well as the costs of hiring the places and building
sanctuary areas, printing, lighting, sound, vestments. It all has to be paid for. People are being very generous
with their time and services and giving discounts for the Church, but there is still a lot to find. So the Bishops have
authorised a collection at Pentecost (23 May) to help fund the costs. We donOt know what the exact figures for the
Church will be yet, but we estimate about £7million.

Through fundraising and the generosity of donors, we have so far raised over £3 million and we are looking to
advertising and sponsorship to raise more. The Bishops have asked that between us the Mass-goers in England,
Scotland and Wales, try to contribute at least £1million. [tOs a huge amount of money and it is not easy to ask for
it, especially in difficult times and when so much generosity is being shown already to Living Our Faith.

Not everyone will get the opportunity to be with Pope Benedict in person, and his visit will span only four days.
However, experience around the world shows that a visit from the Pope, no matter how short, can have a good
effect on both Catholics and others and often marks a bit of a lift in the life of the Church. The collection will be in
two weeks time, please give generously and if you are a taxpayer gift-aid your offering too. Everything will be a

great help. Thank you. Fr Andrew
