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THE ELEVENTH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME Ð YEAR C                    12TH/13TH JUNE 2010 
 
In the recent past I have had cause to reflect on the attitudes which some of my friends have portrayed when 
someone said something they didnÕt like or did something they disapproved of.  As a person who used to react very 
impulsively to anything I did not like in my school days, I know what I went through after I was involved in an incident 
in which I said or did something hurtful to a friend or classmate.  Even though I had been the ÔheroÕ or the Ôstrong manÕ 
in front of my friends, when I was on my own, I always regretted having said or done something hurtful.  But I found it 
difficult to go back and apologise to them, and I detested having put myself in such an awkward position. 
 
Sometimes our reaction is prompted by our desire to get people do the right thing or to point out the truth to them.  
As Christians, we all have a responsibility to help our brothers and sisters know and do the right thing.  As Christ 
says in St MatthewÕs gospel, we are called to be the salt of the earth and the light of the world (5:13-16).  However, 
one of the questions we are supposed to be grappling with daily as Christians is this:  Is my disposition regarding 
truth and my attitude toward others such that the cause of Christ is helped, not hindered?  By acting impulsively, 
giving people Ô a piece of our mindÕ, Ôputting them in their placeÕ, are we helping to be a light to these people or are 
we actually obscuring the light of Christ and giving them the wrong impression of what it means to be a Christian?  
Are we acting as Christ would have acted in a similar situation? 
 
Romans 5:8 tells us that Christ died for us while we were yet sinners.  This teaches us that Christians must always 
try to act in the best interest of others.  We don't speak the truth just to win a fuss fight.  We don't use the truth like 
a hammer to hit someone over the head.  Love means we don't look for opportunities to grill someone like a steak 
or to show the superiority of our knowledge.  We don't use the truth like a harsh spotlight to create unnecessary 
embarrassment in some poor person.  As St Paul tells us in his letter to the Ephesians, as Christians, we have to 
speak the truth in love (4:15).  For our reflection this week perhaps we could think of our attitude to people who 
have stepped on our toes and see if we did what Christ would have done in similar circumstances.
