| just knew that there was a difference and that blessing myself going past our Church was an extension of the
reverence | was taught to show by genuflecting or bowing when inside Church and crossing in front of the
tabernacle.

That memory came to my mind because this weekend we are celebrating Corpus Christ b the Body and Blood of
the Lord. It is our understanding of the Eucharist and our faith in the real presence of the Lord and especially our
worship of the Blessed Sacrament that marks us out as Catholics within the Christian family.

The readings during Mass today lead us to reflections on understanding the real presence: the presence of the Lord
among us when we Odo this in memory®f him; and the presence of the Lord when, following the example of Jesus
in feeding those who had followed him, we are prepared to respond generously to the needs of others. In other
words our faith in the real presence of the body and blood of the Lord and our living of the commandment to love
our neighbour as ourselves, go completely together. Perhaps that is best illustrated on Holy Thursday when we
read the Gospel of Jesus washing the feet of his disciples having said for the first time, OThis is mybody, this is my
blood.O

Perhaps as we leave the Church today or the next time we come in, each of us might think of pausing longer or
bowing or genuflecting towards the Tabernacle, so that, in giving reverence to the real presence of the Lord, we
might also commit ourselves to the real presence of Christ we can so readily show in loving our neighbour.
