Even though the SVP and Eucharistic Ministers are doing
a fantastic job, it would be unrealistic to imagine that they could identify and care for all the sick and housebound
of our community. Each one of us has a duty to point out to the priest, the SVP and the Eucharistic Ministers if
someone is sick or unable to come to Mass. The sickness and incapacity of any member of the Church is not a
matter only of private interest. The Church is the Body of Christ and we are all members of that Body and, as St
Paul says: Olbne member suffers, all suffer together with it; if one member is honoured, all rejoice together with itO
(I Corinthians 12:26).

| understand that some people want a certain amount of privacy and it is up to each person to determine what they
want to tell the priest, members of the SVP or Eucharistic Ministers. Some people appreciate a visit but don’t like
to be prayed for in public. Some others do not even want to be visited. So it is always important for us to talk to
them and to find out what suits them. But how can we speak to them if we don’t know what is happening to them
in the first place? It is absolutely important for friends, family and neighbours of parishioners who are sick, elderly
or cannot come to Mass for one reason or another to let the priests know. The Church desires to accompany any
of her members through the trials of sickness with the comfort and encouragement that can be offered by prayer
and the sacraments. Perhaps this week we could set ourselves the task of identifying family members, friends and
neighbours who need this comfort and encouragement, speaking to them and making their needs known to the
priests of the parish.
