This Saturday. Bishop Crispian ordained two men as priests for service in our diocese:  James McAuley and Phil 
Harris.  After years of study, prayer and preparation they offered themselves for this ministry and now begin their 
work, James in Jersey and Phil at the Cathedral Parish in Portsmouth.  May God bless them with many years of 
fruitful ministry.  They have been called to serve in a particular way. 
 
In fact each and every one of us is called to serve, because we are baptised.  That service can take many shapes 
and forms but sometimes must be in response to need.  Service is not Òwhat I feel like doingÓ, but rather it is a 
response to need, and the needs of others.  Often it will be quite practical and down to earth.  For example, at 
English Martyrs just now we are desperately seeking people to be involved in the following: [1] Ministers of the 
Eucharist; [2] arranging flowers and decorating the church; [3] members of a Buildings Group to oversee a number 
of minor works on our buildings.  If we are unsuccessful, if we cannot find people to be involved in these areas of 
parish life then: [1] we may not be able to offer Communion under both kinds at all Masses; [2] we will be unable to 
sustain the beautiful flower decorations in the church (which many people comment upon) and [3] our buildings will 
continue to look more and more worn out, with small jobs left undone, thus storing up much bigger problems and 
costs for the future.  Although I mention English Martyrs in particular, there are a number of aspects of life at St 
JosephÕs where greater involvement is needed.  Or do we continue to hope that someone else will deal with it? 
 
Speaking of service, I am delighted that we have had a good response to the call for new School Governors.  This 
is a particular ministry which often goes unnoticed but is vital to the life and well-being of our schools.  As new 
Governors are appointed, so we thank those who are standing down.  Especially I want to mention Catherine 
Woodhouse who has chaired the Governing Body at English Martyrs for a number of years and whose service 
Bishop Crispian has recognised with the award of the Diocesan Medal.  Congratulations and heartfelt thanks go to 
Catherine, and all those who are, often quietly and in the background, give tremendous service.
