Recently I have been travelling regularly to Scotland.  My favourite way of going to Edinburgh is by train up the 
east coast.  The journey from just south of Durham around the coast to Berwick-on-Tweed and then along the Firth 
of Forth to Edinburgh is beautiful and for parts of it the railway line runs very close to the shore.  There is always 
something different to look at.  The last time I went that way the sea was perfectly calm and there was a small fleet 
of fishing boats heading out through the harbour.  ItÕs at such times that it would be nice to know how to draw or 
paint! 
  
I have no idea where the boats were going, but I supposed they were going to fish, and I guess that earning your 
living in that way could be quite difficult.  No matter how much skill and experience is built up, I imagine you are 
still subject to the elements and to the forces of nature.  When you get the chance of a good catch you want to 
make the most of it and stock up while you can and so have some security at least for a while. 
  
It seems to me such careful planning, and hopefully saving, is not what is being criticised in todayÕs Gospel, but 
rather we are being offered a reminder not to succumb to selfishness and greed.  I think that there is plenty of 
reason to think that the message is being heard among us.  I have been impressed by the generosity shown in the 
Pastoral Area to the Living our Faith campaign and the Many Hands Make a Parish is another sign of a 
wholesome Christian attitude to sharing the gifts we have. 
  
But neither must we be complacent.  The whole Christian message is a constant reminder that life has been given 
to us as a gift and to find ways of using the gifts we have to be at the service of others.  Of course in that we need 
to take care of ourselves too.  However, when looking after number one becomes all consuming and we are not 
thinking of others, then there are problems:  so let us just keep that in mind.
